The Norwood Basketball League's god is to provide a broad base of basketball activities to facilitate players at various
levels of play. Our program consists of (2) distinct types of teams for grades 3 to 8.

The 1st is the Recreation program which includes one practice and one game each week beginning in December 2006 and
ending in mid-March 2007. Every (ALL) player will play in every game. The practices will focus on enhancing skills and
having fun. There are no playoffs, 10 regular season games; games and practices are not mandatory. The cost is $80.00 per

player.
